All the Families of the Earth

God intended to bring all nations to himself through
Abraham... “and in you all the families of the earth
shall be blessed” (Gen. 12:3).

We glimpse a bit of “all the families of the earth” in
the grandparents of Jesus. Rahab’s faith led her to
join the Israelites in obeying God (Josh. 6:25; Mt. 1:5).
Ruth the Moabitess devoted herself to serving Naomi
and the God of Israel (Ruth 4:13, 21, 22).

King David killed the Philistine giant from Gath (1
Sam. 17). But, years later when David was king some
Philistines from Gath joined him and Israel (2 Sam.
15:18).

Solomon had numerous opportunities to participate in
sharing God’s salvation with “all the families of the
earth.” For one, he ruled over all the kingdoms from
the River Euphrates to the land of the Philistines and
to the border of Egypt (1 Kings 4:21). He also had
marriage alliances with hundreds of nations (1 Kings
11:1-8).

We have God’s promise to Abraham fulfilled in Jesus
Christ. God expects us to share this message of
mercy and forgiveness. We are messengers of God’s
promise to Abraham... “and in you all the families of
the earth shall be blessed.”

Let’s see if we can do a better job of sharing the
gospel and converting enemies into members of
God’s family.
