Why We Worship 
 
Because God is worthy. The spirit being 
surrounding God’s throne say: “Worthy are You, 
our Lord and our God, to receive glory and honor 
and power; for You created all things, and because 
of Your will they existed, and were created” (Rev. 
4:11). He is also worthy because of His holy nature
